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This Maintenance Bulletin is to be used as a reference guide only regarding the wear 
limits on a cylinder base of an alligator style axle jack that may have become damaged
during towing.  As the material of most bases is heat treated steel, building up of the
base thickness through welding is not recommended.

The immediate area under the cylinder (A) must always be the full thickness of the
base plate.

The minimum thickness (B) must never be less than 75% of the full thickness of the
base plate.
